Flag flown worldwide
retired at Redstone

Wherever Soldiers go, the
Army Continuing Education
System goes with them. Nancy
Ray knows firsthand.

She literally carried the
ACES flag in various countries
as an Army education services
officer before retiring in
November 2002 with 33 years
of civil service. Photographs
from those years were on dis-
play May 5 for a ceremony at
the Officers and Civilians Club.

The event marked the official
retirement for the actual flag she
carried in many battalion, com-
pany and special runs through
rain, snow, sleet and high winds.
The ACES flag, a gold banner
with a logo of books and the
words Army Continuing Educa-
tion System, was presented to
Redstone Arsenal.

“My job today was to retire
the flag to Redstone Arsenal

and I can’t think of a better
place for it to be,” Ray said of
her former personal memento.
The Kansas City resident is a
longtime friend of Linda
Cameron, chief of Redstone’s

education and career develop-
ment division.

The flag, which originated
in the Sinai, Egypt in 1997, had
flown over education centers in
Germany, Kosovo, Bosnia,

Egypt and Saudi Arabia, Ray’s
last assignment. Ray decided to
send the flag to Cameron, who
she had met in 1986 in Italy –
while working with the Army
education center in Turkey and
Cameron was working with
Big Bend Community College
– and Cameron decided to hold
a ceremony. “So it’s been a real
honor for me,” Ray said.

Besides photographs show-
ing the civilian Ray running
with Soldiers and even wearing
a uniform – “I wore it proudly”
– there was an enlarged front
page from the “Army Times”
August 1996 issue in which she
was recognized for outstanding
service in Honduras.

The flag symbolizes educa-
tion centers throughout the
world that serve dedicated Sol-
diers “who are fighting to
maintain this freedom that we
do have,” Ray said.

Joe Winston, director of the
garrison’s Human Resources
Directorate, thanked her for
this gift on behalf of Redstone
Arsenal. Patricia Dumire, from

Warning: If you buy gas with a
debit card you best have an
available balance of at least $51

in your checking account or you may
cause yourself to be overdrawn even
though you do not buy $51 worth of gas.
This is something of which those of us
who use that piece of convenient plastic
need to be aware. 

I was told by my bank that for a few
hours, a purchase of $22 for gas caused
my available funds in my checking
account to be $51 less than my balance. I
also was told that this is legal.  Luckily I
had enough in my account to cover all
outstanding checks so my account bal-
ance wouldn’t be less then $51 if these
payments were processed prior to the
disbursement for the gasoline. If I didn’t,
my bank would have placed my account
into overdrawn status and charged me
fees as per their overdraft policy. 

To better explain, the following exam-
ple should help. The bank shows a bal-
ance of $90.  With an outstanding check
of $50, the balance is actually $40. Gas
is bought for $22 against the $40 bal-
ance. There should not be an overdraft.

Yet the gas station sends a request to
reserve $51 until it sends payment
instructions for the $22. At that point the
bank’s records show $39 available for
disbursement out of a $90 balance ($90-
$51 reserved). After the reserve request
comes in but prior to the gas company
receiving their $22 payment, the bank
processes the $50 outstanding check.
Because the available funds are only
$39, the bank pays the $50 check and
overdraws the account by $11 then
charges the account owner overdraft
fees.

More than 150 local school chil-
dren were treated to a day of
wildlife and wetland activities

when the Directorate of Environment
and Safety hosted its ninth annual Earth
Day celebration April 22. Garrison com-
mander Col. Bob Devlin was joined by
Huntsville Mayor Loretta Spencer to
welcome students from Monte Sano Ele-
mentary and Priceville Elementary to
Redstone’s Path to Nature. The celebra-
tion included the presentation of the sec-
ond annual environmental awards and a
tree planting. Following the ceremony,
the children rotated through a number of
educational programs that focused on
natural and cultural resources. 

Among the presenters were represen-
tatives from the North Alabama Wildlife
Rehabilitators who talked to the young-
sters about handling injured wildlife. “It’s
great for us to talk to school groups about
what to do with injured or abandoned
animals, because it’s the kids who usually
find them,” Michelle Novosel of NAWR
said. As part of their presentation, NAWR
brought several baby animals which they
are currently raising. The students had the
opportunity to pet and even hold baby
opossums. NAWR also brought a baby
raccoon and their latest addition, a 2-
week-old coyote pup! NAWR raises
and/or rehabilitates the animals until they
are able to care for themselves and then
releases them back into the wild. 

In addition to ecological resources,

Earth Day also recognizes local cultural
resources. The early inhabitants of this
area lived by using what they found in
their natural environment. Jeff Thomson
of Alexander Archaeological Consultants
brought his “tools” (stones and a section
of deer antler) and demonstrated Native
American tool and weapon making.
Although tools and projectile points are
known to be made from at least 80 dif-
ferent kinds of stone, the activity is usu-
ally known as flint knapping. Most of the
projectile points (arrowheads and spear
points) that have been found on the Arse-
nal were made of flint. He showed the
children how small flakes are removed
by pressure flaking with a piece of antler.
This process was used to make scrapers,
knives, drills and other tools.  

Other highlights of the day included a
visit from Daphne Moland, a ranger from
Wheeler National Wildlife Refuge, a
wetland tour, and an eco-scavenger hunt.
Upon leaving, the students and teachers
were presented with goody bags contain-
ing items donated by DES, DPW, SMDC
and NASA. In keeping with the spirit of
Earth Day, this year’s bags included
packets of flower seeds that when in
bloom, will attract butterflies.  

As one teacher put it, “what an excel-
lent day”; and indeed it was.

clothing during the day, and reflective
clothing at night. I asked the guard what
I was supposed to do, and after a brief
lecture, was told that he would let it slide
this time, but that from now on I needed
to wear an orange vest over my jacket.
When I got to my office, I called the
Redstone security guards at 876-4195
and asked the man who answered where
I could find a written set of regulations
regarding operating a motorcycle on
post. He stated that he wished he knew,
and that this was getting to be a pain to
him as well. After we spoke a bit, he
suggested I get an orange sash like they
sell at the PX, but I informed him that I
was civilian. He did say that it seemed
the rules were unclear, but he had no fur-
ther suggestions. After a number of calls,
and the general run-around, I’d still like
to know just exactly how brightly my
clothing has to be colored, how reflec-
tive. I kind of got the idea that if I’d
worn a day-glow orange, long-sleeved
shirt that would have left half my skin on
the rode if I had a wipeout, I’d be within
the regulations; but when I wear a leather
jacket that provides ample protection,
I’m somehow in violation of them. I just
want to know how much reflective mate-
rial I need on the back of my jacket to
satisfy the safety regulations.

Editor’s note: The Garrison provided
the following response. “Motorcycle
safety requirements and standards were
published in the Redstone Rocket on

March 17. However, we thank you for
allowing the Directorate of Public Safety
the opportunity to reiterate DoD and
installation motorcyclist safety require-
ments.

“Operating a motorcycle on the road-
ways of Redstone Arsenal is a privilege
given to those who comply with estab-
lished rules, regulations, policies, and
federal and state laws, for operating a
motorcycle.

“The Defense Department has
instructed all military installations to
actively enforce the DoD Traffic Safety
Program’s motorcycle safety require-
ments. These include completion of the
motorcycle safety course, mandatory per-
sonal protective equipment to include
goggles, special glass (such as sunglass-
es designed for extreme sports); Depart-
ment of Transportation approved hel-
mets; face shields; garment visibility and
sturdy footwear.

“Long sleeved shirts or jackets, long
pants, fingered gloves or mittens
designed for motorcycle use are also for
safety purposes. Garment visibility is
especially important. Bright colors
should be worn during the day and a
reflective upper garment during the
night. No specific description of what is
considered brightly colored garments has
been spelled out in the regulations. How-
ever, we recommend that if you don’t
have a jacket with the reflective material
made into it, you should purchase an
inexpensive reflective vest or cross-band
belt similar to what our Soldiers wear
for physical training and running to
enhance visibility.

“The Provost Marshal Office contin-
ues to train our personnel to ensure that
all who travel on Redstone Arsenal road-
ways do so in a safe manner. The provost
marshal is responsible for enforcing
these rules, regulations and policies and
ensuring that all are in compliance.”

clothing during the day, and reflective
clothing at night. I asked the guard what
I was supposed to do, and after a brief
lecture, was told that he would let it slide
this time, but that from now on I needed
to wear an orange vest over my jacket.
When I got to my office, I called the
Redstone security guards at 876-4195
and asked the man who answered where
I could find a written set of regulations
regarding operating a motorcycle on
post. He stated that he wished he knew,
and that this was getting to be a pain to
him as well. After we spoke a bit, he
suggested I get an orange sash like they
sell at the PX, but I informed him that I
was civilian. He did say that it seemed
the rules were unclear, but he had no fur-
ther suggestions. After a number of calls,
and the general run-around, I’d still like
to know just exactly how brightly my
clothing has to be colored, how reflec-
tive. I kind of got the idea that if I’d
worn a day-glow orange, long-sleeved
shirt that would have left half my skin on
the rode if I had a wipeout, I’d be within
the regulations; but when I wear a leather
jacket that provides ample protection,
I’m somehow in violation of them. I just
want to know how much reflective mate-
rial I need on the back of my jacket to
satisfy the safety regulations.  

I am just getting the impression that
somebody in power wants to do away
with motorcycles on post…

Editor’s note: The Garrison provided
the following response. “Motorcycle
safety requirements and standards were
published in the Redstone Rocket on

March 17. However, we thank you for
allowing the Directorate of Public Safety
the opportunity to reiterate DoD and
installation motorcyclist safety require-
ments.

“Operating a motorcycle on the road-
ways of Redstone Arsenal is a privilege
given to those who comply with estab-
lished rules, regulations, policies, and
federal and state laws, for operating a
motorcycle.

“The Defense Department has
instructed all military installations to
actively enforce the DoD Traffic Safety
Program’s motorcycle safety require-
ments. These include completion of the
motorcycle safety course, mandatory per-
sonal protective equipment to include
goggles, special glass (such as sunglass-
es designed for extreme sports); Depart-
ment of Transportation approved hel-
mets; face shields; garment visibility and
sturdy footwear.

“Long sleeved shirts or jackets, long
pants, fingered gloves or mittens
designed for motorcycle use are also for
safety purposes. Garment visibility is
especially important. Bright colors
should be worn during the day and a
reflective upper garment during the
night. No specific description of what is
considered brightly colored garments has
been spelled out in the regulations. How-
ever, we recommend that if you don’t
have a jacket with the reflective material
made into it, you should purchase an
inexpensive reflective vest or cross-band
belt similar to what our Soldiers wear
for physical training and running to
enhance visibility.

“The Provost Marshal Office contin-
ues to train our personnel to ensure that
all who travel on Redstone Arsenal road-
ways do so in a safe manner. The provost
marshal is responsible for enforcing
these rules, regulations and policies and
ensuring that all are in compliance.”
